Teleflex does not recommend using pipe extenders. Metal to metal only, no pipe dope.

Senders are classified by letter code. Select the appropriate letter code then look at the gauge index then select the P/N by NPT thread size. Have a toddy, it takes awhile.

If the senders are not correct the gauges will not read correctly. That could cause us to search for a potential problem that may not exist. Not very time or cost effective.

You will note that BB is using the same number for these gauges as Teleflex has changed the index on at least two of them. The senders received from BB on the gauges without index change should be correct even though the Teleflex P/N has changed. The senders on the gauges with an index change will not be correct from BB. They will need to be special ordered based on the code number and NPT size. I ordered mine from West Marine with a considerable dose of frustration.
